o Raman, Geisinger, Kamis, & de la More (2015) identified six key actions implemented by
successful mentors that are best practices for mentors.
= Safe, patient, prepared, proactive, present, positivity,
= The study also identified contact time as crucial in students rating of the programming.
The more time they are in contact with faculty, graduate students, and staff, the higher
they rank the program and their research experience.
